The Baptism of the Lord

A Stewardship Moment  
 
In today’s reading from the Gospel of Luke we hear the proclamation of the baptism of Jesus with “all the  
people.” Indeed, “heaven was opened,” and the Father announced his special favor. Whenever we partake of the 
body and blood of Christ, heed his call in our daily lives, share his Good News, become instruments of his  
transforming justice and peace, heaven is opened to us, and through the Holy Spirit, the Lord announces his 
special favor on us as well. A good stewardship reflection this week might be this: How, or in what ways, have 
we personally experienced God’s special favor in our lives?

Creation Corner 
Energy Saving and Eco-Friendly Tips for Doing your Laundry 
1. Wash your clothes less often - Aside from noticeable odors or visible stains, when you clothes 
need to be laundered largely depends on how the garment is worn.  For example exercise clothes 
need to be washed more often than clothes you wear for a desk job. 
2. Wash your clothes in cold water - Water heating consumes about 90 percent of the energy it takes 
to operate a washing machine, according to Energy Star. Changing your washer’s  
 temperature setting from hot to warm can cut energy use in half. Washing with cold water can reduce 
your energy footprint even more. By washing four out of five loads of laundry in cold water, you 
could cut 864 pounds of CO2 emissions in a year, an amount equivalent to planting 0.37 acres of 
U.S. forest, according to the American Cleaning Institute. 
3. Use the right amount of detergent.  For a medium load (1/2 full drum) use about 3  
tablespoons of liquid detergent or one pod.  For a large load (3/4 full drum) use about 4 -5  
tablespoons liquid detergent or two pods. 
4. Air drying saves energy and is better for your clothes. 
5. Consider a Green Choice certified detergent.  Green Choice designates detergents with lower  
environmental and health impacts, certifications, recyclability of packaging and other factors.

Rincón de la Creatión  
Consejos ecológicos y para ahorrar energía al lavar la ropa 
1. Lave la ropa con menos frecuencia - Aparte de los olores perceptibles o las manchas visibles, el 
momento en que hay que lavar la ropa depende en gran medida del uso que se haga de ella.  Por 
ejemplo, la ropa para hacer ejercicio debe lavarse más a menudo que la que se usa en un trabajo de 
oficina. 
2. Lave la ropa con agua fría: el calentamiento del agua consume cerca del 90% de la energía necesaria 
para hacer funcionar una lavadora, según Energy Star. Cambiar la temperatura de la lavadora de  
caliente a templada puede reducir a la mitad el consumo de energía. Lavar con agua fría puede reducir 
aún más su huella energética. Lavando cuatro de cada cinco cargas de ropa con agua fría, podrías 
reducir 864 libras de emisiones de CO2 en un año, una cantidad equivalente a plantar 0,37 acres de 
bosque estadounidense, según el Instituto Americano de Limpieza. 
3. Utilice la cantidad adecuada de detergente.  Para una carga media (1/2 tambor lleno), utilice una 
cucharadas soperas de detergente líquido o una pastilla.  Para una carga grande (3/4 de tambor lleno) 
utiliza unas 4-5 cucharadas de detergente líquido o dos pastillas. 
4. El secado al aire ahorra energía y es mejor para la ropa. 
5. Considere la posibilidad de utilizar un detergente certificado Green Choice.  Green Choice designa 
los detergentes con menor impacto ambiental y sanitario, certificaciones, reciclabilidad de los envases 
y otros factores.
