Social Justice Mass Intention  
 

You are invited to attend and pray on Tuesday, August 6. The Mass intention is for: Refugees and 
Immigrants. 
Because of the belief that newcomers compete for scarce resources, immigrants and refugees are at 
times driven away, resented, or despised. Nevertheless, the first principle of Catholic social teaching 
regarding immigrants is that people have the right to migrate to sustain their lives and the lives of 
their families. This is based on biblical and ancient Christian teaching that the goods of the earth 
belong to all people. While the right to private property is defended in Catholic social teaching,  
individuals do not have the right to use private property without regard for the common good. Every 
person has an equal right to receive from the earth what is necessary for life—food, clothing, shelter. 
Moreover, every person has the right to education, medical care, religion, and the expression of one's 
culture. In many places people live in fear, danger, or dehumanizing poverty. Clearly, it is not God's 
will that some of his children live in luxury while others have nothing. https://www.usccb.org/issues

inmigrantes y refugiados son expulsados, resentidos o despreciados. Sin embargo, el primer principio 
de la enseñanza social católica con respecto a los inmigrantes es que las personas tienen derecho a 
migrar para sustentar sus vidas y las de sus familias. Esto se basa en la enseñanza cristiana antigua y 
bíblica de que los bienes de la tierra pertenecen a todas las personas. Si bien la enseñanza social  
católica defiende el derecho a la propiedad privada, los individuos no tienen derecho a utilizar la  
propiedad privada sin tener en cuenta el bien común. Toda persona tiene igual derecho a recibir de la 
tierra lo necesario para la vida: alimento, vestido, refugio. Además, toda persona tiene derecho a la

The Baby Corner helps families in the St. Pius and St. Juan Diego area, who are struggling to make ends 
meet.  The Baby Corner provides basic necessities of clothing, diapers, hygiene supplies such as wipes 
and cream, and blankets.  When possible, helping with larger items such as crib, (no drop sides), 
strollers, and pack-and-plays. There is a list of baby items placed next to the crib, please take one. There 
is a special need for preemie-18 month clothing and diapers in sizes 1-3.This is a way we can reach out 
and help women in difficult situations who are saying “yes” to new life.
