You are invited to attend and pray on Tuesday, April 12. The 
Mass intention is for: Eradication of landmines in war  
ravaged countries. 
 

After wars stop, the killing and maiming don't.  More than 100 
million hidden killers called landmines are strewn about the 
earth.  Twenty-six thousand people are killed or maimed each 
year by antipersonnel landmines.  This is wrong.  This has to 
stop.  This is an issue of life and death with stark moral and  
human dimensions.  Landmines do not distinguish between  
civilians and combatants, between times of peace and times of 
war. From Angola to Bosnia to Cambodia, landmines destroy 
lives, divide communities, and leave land uninhabitable. As  
indiscriminate weapons, they violate the ethical principles  
governing warfare.  The banning of antipersonnel landmines is

Instead of giving something up for Lent this year, try walking a new step on the justice road every day.  Each day of 
Lent we have a suggestion designed to encourage prayer, reflection, charity, and advocacy on social justice issues facing 
us today.   
 

“Is not this the kind of fasting I have chosen:  to loose the chains of injustice and untie the cords of the yoke, to set the 
oppressed free and break every yoke?”   Isaiah 58:6

April 11th – April 16th  
Day 35) Find out one thing you didn't know about the clean water crisis on earth or what is causing the crisis. 
 

Day 36) Make a list of 10 items you purchase regularly.  Are any available as a fair-trade purchase?  Could you make room in your 
budget to switch one of those items to fair trade? 

 

Day 37) Check the tags of your clothing. When you discover where they were made, Google that country to find a way you could 
pray for the people who made the clothes you are wearing.

Day 39) Before saying grace at mealtime, observe the food on your plate.  Think about how each vegetable grew from the earth 
and was harvested.  Think about the animal whose milk was used produce the cheese, butter, or milk.  Reflect on God’s 
gifts of plants and animals that nourish us. And then say grace that encompasses gratitude for all the many gifts God has 
given us in this one meal.
