We learn of 
Philip’s devotion to prayer, evangelizing and healing in the region of 
Samaria; made up of communities that would not be very receptive 
to the followers of Jesus. Philip is a model steward, living his  
discipleship day by day in the Lord without being obstructed by  
feelings of what cost his actions might entail. Good stewards  
summon the courage to proclaim the Lord and to serve Him by 
ministering to others. As an Easter people, eager to rejoice in the 
Lord, it is important to reflect on how we are living out our own 
commitment to discipleship.
