When many of us think about agriculture at 
all, we worry about the economic cost of groceries and not the environmental cost to 
our land or the human cost to farmers, farmworkers, and rural communities in the  
United States and around the world. https://www.usccb.org/issues-and-action/human-
life-and-dignity/agriculture-nutrition-rural-issues/for-i-was-hungry-pastoral-reflection-
part-1.
