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Greetings,

Easter is coming, and with it comes all the beautiful celebrations of Holy Week.

On Palm Sunday we will celebrate Jesus’ triumphant entry into Jerusalem, with all the people singing “Hosanna to the
Son of David; blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord.” We will then rapidly change tone as we participate in
the reading of the Gospel of the Passion. And we will exit the Church in silence out of respect for the death of Jesus.

On Monday of Holy Week is the celebration of the Chrism Mass at the Cathedral with the Archbishop presiding. During
this Mass, all of the priests of the archdiocese will renew the promises we made when we were first ordained. Also at
this Mass, Archbishop Sample will bless the Qil of the Sick, used for Anointing of the Sick, and the Oil of Catechumens,
used to anoint those who are to be baptized as a symbol of protection from evil. He will also consecrate the Sacred
Chrism which is used for the Sacrament of Confirmation and for Ordinations, and is also used after the baptism of
infants, to both symbolize and bring about the outpouring of the Holy Spirit.

On Holy Thursday we will celebrate the Mass of the Lord’s Supper. During this Mass we will once again sing the Gloria
which has been silent throughout Lent. We will re-enact the washing of the feet of the 12 Apostles by Jesus. And we will
conclude Mass with the procession through the Church with the Eucharist, ending at the Altar of Repose, to symbolize
Jesus’ going out from the Last Supper to the Garden of Gethsemane. After Mass, the Eucharist will remain on the Altar
of Repose until midnight, giving each of us the opportunity to “keep watch with Jesus for an hour.”

On Good Friday we will celebrate the Liturgy of the Passion of the Lord, which is not a Mass as there is no consecration
of the Eucharist. This Liturgy begins in Silence, proceeds with the Liturgy of the Word, including once again our
participation in the Reading of the Gospel of the Passion. After this comes the “Solemn Intercessions,” with which we
pray for all people throughout the entire world. Then comes the Veneration of the Cross, as we give due reverence to
the instrument with which Jesus overcame sin and death. And then we will have the opportunity to receive communion,
but again, not with hosts consecrated on Good Friday, but rather with the hosts which were consecrated on Holy
Thursday. And as on Palm Sunday, we depart in silence in honor of our Lord’s death.

And on Holy Saturday we have the most joyful celebration of the entire year: the Easter Vigil. We begin with the
Ceremony of Light, lighting the Easter Candle for the first time from the blessed fire, and then seeing how the Light of
Christ spreads from Christ to all the baptized, and how each of us carries that light into the world. Then comes the
singing of the Exultet, as we join the angels in praising God for his wonderous deeds. Then we have the Liturgy of the
Word, covering the history of salvation, including the story of the Resurrection of Jesus in the Gospel. Our celebration
then proceeds to welcoming those who are becoming Catholic, including those being baptized, as well as those already
baptized who are making a Profession of the Catholic Faith. We all renew our own baptismal promises, and our new
Catholics receive Confirmation. After this comes the celebration of the Eucharist, which is fairly normal except for the
joy of having new members who will receive the Body and Blood of Jesus for the first time!

As Catholics, this is our most holy week of the year, and it includes so many rituals which we don’t celebrate at any other
time. | encourage everyone to come for as many of these liturgies as you are able, and to be immersed in the beauty of
our Catholic Faith!

Se acerca la Pascua y con ella vienen todas las hermosas celebraciones de la Semana Santa.

El Domingo de Ramos celebraremos la entrada triunfal de Jesus en Jerusalén, con todo el pueblo cantando “Hosanna al
Hijo de David, bendito el que viene en el nombre del Sefior”. Luego cambiaremos de tono mientras participamos en la
lectura del Evangelio de la Pasion. Y saldremos de la iglesia en silencio por respeto a la muerte de Jesus.

El lunes de Semana Santa se celebra la Misa Crismal en la Catedral presidida por el Arzobispo. Durante esta Misa, todos
los sacerdotes de la arquidiécesis renovaran las promesas que hicimos cuando fuimos ordenados por primera vez.
También en esta misa, el Arzobispo Sample bendecird el Aceite de los Enfermos, usado para la Uncidn de los enfermos, y
el aceite de los Catecumenos, usado para ungir a los que van a ser bautizados como simbolo de proteccién contra el mal.
También consagrara el Sagrado Crisma que se usa para el Sacramento de la Confirmacidn y para las Ordenaciones, y
también se usa después del Bautizo de los nifios/as, para simbolizar y provocar la infusion del Espiritu Santo.

El Jueves Santo celebraremos la Misa de la Cena del Sefior. Durante esta Misa volveremos a cantar el Gloria que no se ha
cantado durante toda la Cuaresma. Vamos a recrear el lavado de los pies de los 12 Apdstoles por Jesus. Y concluiremos
la Misa con la procesién por la iglesia con la Eucaristia, finalizando en el Altar de Reposo, para simbolizar la salida de
Jesus de la Ultima Cena al Huerto de Getsemani. Después de la Misa, la Eucaristia permanecera en el Altar de Reposo
hasta la medianoche, dandonos a cada uno la oportunidad de “velar con Jesus una hora”.

El Viernes Santo celebraremos la Liturgia de la Pasién del Sefor, la cual no es una Misa y no hay consagracion de la
Eucaristia. Esta liturgia comienza en Silencio, continua con la Liturgia de la Palabra, incluyendo una vez mas nuestra
participacién en la Lectura del Evangelio de la Pasidn. Después de esto viene las “Intenciones Solemnes”, con las que
rezamos por todas las personas en el mundo entero. Luego viene la Veneracion de la Cruz, mientras damos la debida
reverencia al instrumento con el que Jesus vencio el pecado y la muerte. Y entonces tendremos la oportunidad de recibir
la comunidn, pero nuevamente, no con las hostias consagradas el Vienes Santo, sino con las hostias que fueron
consagradas el Jueves Santo. Y como el Domingo de Ramos, partimos en silencio en honor a la muerte de nuestro Sefior.

Y el Sdbado Santo tenemos la celebracidon mas alegre de todo el afio: la Vigilia Pascual. Comenzamos con la Celebracion
de la Luz, encendiendo por primera vez el Cirio Pascual con el fuego bendito, y luego viendo como la Luz de Cristo se
esparce de Cristo a todos los bautizados, y como cada uno de nosotros lleva esa luz al mundo. Luego viene el canto del
Exultet, mientras nos unimos a los angeles para alabar a Dios por sus maravillas. Luego tenemos la Liturgia de la Palabra,
gue cubre la historia de la salvacidn, incluyendo la historia de la Resurreccion de Jesus en el Evangelio. Nuestra
celebracidon luego continua a dar la bienvenida a aquellos que se estan convirtiendo en catdlicos, incluyendo a los que
estan siendo bautizados, asi como los que ya estan bautizados y estan haciendo una Profesion de la Fe Catdlica. Todos
renovamos nuestras propias promesas bautismales y nuestros nuevos catdlicos reciben la Confirmacidn.
